CCNY ALUMNI ASSOCIATION SCHOLARSHIPS

The following undergraduate scholarship funds are administered by the
Alumni Association of CCNY as a result of a bequest or donation. Each one
requires a GPA of 3.0 or greater and evidence of community and/or college
service. Other specific criteria are noted below for each scholarship.

1.

ONE (1) $1000 Constantine George Scholarship for a matriculated
undergraduate student who has demonstrated leadership capabilities and has
maintained a 3.0 GPA or higher

TWO (2) $1000 Southern California Alumni Chapter Scholarships to be
awarded to two (2) full time juniors or seniors with a 3.0 GPA or higher.

ONE (1) $1000 Washington DC Libby Sansanowicz Alumni Chapter
Scholarship. The recipient must be a junior at the time of application with a 3.0
GPA or higher. The individual must show evidence of need and leadership.

ONE (1) $1000 Washington DC Daniel Schorr 39 Scholarship. The
recipient must be a junior at the time of application with a 3.0 or higher
GPA and be majoring in English.

ONE (1) $2000 E.Y. “YIP” Harburg Scholarship for an Afro- American
male or female student who is in his/her sophomore or junior year.
Preference is given to a Theatre or English major though this is net a
requirement.

ONE (1) $2000 Southern Nevada Alumni Chapter Scholarship for a
Liberal Arts student with a 3.0 GPA or greater and shows evidence of
financial need.

ONE (1) $750 Nina Mae Mays Memorial Award for a US citizen, female
of Black ancestry, in her junior year with a GPA of 3.2 or better, majoring
in Humanities, Education or Liberal Arts & Sciences. Nina P. Marousek,
who established the award in honor of her grandmother, will make the final
selection.

ONE (1) $4000 Gregory H. & Sara Williams Presidential Scholar
Award for a rising senior who is on the track to graduate within four years
and has applied to graduate school. President Williams will make the final
selection.
